Syrian Arab Republic: Legalisation of the original document by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Syria. Legalisation by the Syrian Embassy in Beirut. Legalisation by 
the Lebanese Foreign Ministry in Beirut. Legalisation by the Embassy of Belgium in Beirut (with translation by a sworn translator in one of the national languages). 
 

Eritrea: Documents must be sent by home institution directly to the international Admissions Office in a sealed and stamped envelope. 

 

Iraq: dd.14/03/2016: Legalisation of the original document by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Iraq. Legalisation by the Iraqi Embassy in Amman. Legalisation by the 

Jordanian Foreign Ministry in Amman. Legalisation by the Embassy of Belgium in Amman (with translation by a sworn translator in one of the national languages).
